Group live sessions

focused on vocabulary, grammar, language revision, etc. Students get immediate feedback and answers to their 
questions.

Group exercises hosted on our learning platform that are guided/moderated by a teacher and do not happen in 
real time. Some examples are forum discussions or collaborative text drafting.

These individual exercises largely hosted in our learning platform do not happen in real time. They mainly help 
retention or offer learning strategies.
